We are starting a new series at Youth Group on the topic of Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount.  We 
have heard these 8 teachings over and over again, but I have always been a little confused on what 

Jesus was trying to say.  It seemed to me that there are times of contradiction and times of me 
scratching my head thinking “What?” 

I have recently heard Rob Bell speak a bit on the Beatitudes, which has made me start thinking again 
on these teachings of Jesus.  We are going to explore what Jesus said and what it means in our life.  
In Matthew 4:23-5:2 we see the beginning of Jesus’ sermon. “Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their 
synagogues, preaching the good news of the kingdom, and healing every disease and sickness among the people.  News 
about him spread all over Syria, and people brought to him all who were ill with various diseases, those suffering severe 
pain, the demon-possessed, those having seizures, and the paralyzed, and he healed them. Large crowds from Galilee, the 
Decapolis, Jerusalem, Judea and the region across the Jordan followed him.  Now when he saw the crowds, he went up on a 
mountainside and sat down. His disciples came to him, and he began to teach them saying.”                                        
The Sermon on the Mount is  a proclamation!  It is Jesus starting to say something that has never 
been said before.  It is Jesus bringing the truth and the life to all of the people.  It is the start of the 
Gospel in the New Testament.  We are getting a glimpse of what Jesus’ ministry was going to be and 
the sacrifice that is going to be made.  Come and learn more this fall!
